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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The City of Huntington has prepared its Five Year Consolidated Plan for the period of
FY 2010 through FY 2014. The Consolidated Plan is a strategic plan to implement
Federal programs for housing, and community and economic development activities
within the City of Huntington, West Virginia. The Consolidated Plan is a requirement of
the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) under the Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG), HOME Investment Partnerships (HOME), and the
Emergency Shelter Grants (ESG) programs. This Plan covers the period beginning July
1, 2010 and ending June 30, 2014 and the activities which principally benefit low- and
moderate-income individuals.

The Five Year Consolidated Plan is a collaborative planning process between the City,
the community residents, social service providers, housing providers, and community &
economic development agencies. This was prepared through a series of public
meetings, surveys, census data, and review of other plans that have been completed for
the community.

The “Draft Plan” has been made available for public review and comment for a 30-day
period beginning April 9, 2010. The availability for review of the “Draft Plan” was
advertised in the local newspapers and the Plan was on display at each of the following
locations in the City of Huntington:

1. Vision

The vision of the Five Year Consolidated Plan is that it will serve the City of
Huntington as one planning document, both an application and a strategic plan.
This planning document is built on citizen participation. The document is also an
application for CDBG, HOME, and ESG funds under HUD's formula grant
programs. The Strategic Planning Document is a strategic plan to be followed by
the City in carrying out Federal programs. The Annual Action Plan Document is
an action plan that provides a basis for assessing performance for carrying out
CDBG, HOME, and ESG funded projects on an annual basis.

The Huntington West Virginia Housing Authority (HHA) is required to obtain a
letter of consistency with the City’s Five Year Consolidated Plan as part of its
annual plan submissions to HUD. Although not required to be consistent with an
approved Consolidated Plan, HUD funding for the Section 8 Housing Choice
Voucher Program is structured such that it enables the City to carry out its
Consolidated Annual Action Plans.

3. Summary of Goals and Objectives for FY 2010-2014

The overall goal of the housing, homeless, other special needs, community
development, economic development, anti-poverty, and planning programs
covered by the Five Year Consolidated Plan is to strengthen cooperation with
other jurisdictions and to develop partnerships among all levels of government
and the private sector. This includes for-profit and non-profit organizations, to
enable them to provide decent housing, establish and maintain a suitable living
environment, and extend economic opportunities for City residents.

LEAD AGENCY

The administering and lead agency is the City of Huntington Department
of Development and Planning for the CDBG, HOME, and ESG Programs.
The City of Huntington is the “representative member”’ of the Cabell-
Huntington-Wayne HOME Consortium and is responsible for the
administration of the HOME funds.

AGENCIES PARTICIPATING IN THE PROCESS

There are many components that comprise the planning process for the
Five Year Consolidated Plan, which included:

a. Consultation

The City of Huntington held a series of meetings with non-profits,
local housing providers, social service agencies, and community
and economic development organizations. A survey form was
provided for each agency/organization to complete, which identified
needs, gaps in the system, etc. This was used in the development
of specific strategies and priorities of the Five Year Plan.

Each year this process is updated with agencies/organizations
submitting proposals for funding for specific activities and
programs.

As a part of the consolidated planning process, the City of

The Huntington West Virginia Housing Authority was consulted to
gather data on the needs, strategy, and the Authority’s five year
plan. Various other agencies and groups were contacted to acquire
background information and data on the populations and sub-
populations discussed in this document.

B. CiTizEN PARTICIPATION [891.200(B)]

1. SUMMARY OF THE PROCESS USED

The Consolidated Plan serves as an application to HUD for the CDBG,
HOME, and ESG entitlement funds. The Consolidated Plan must be
submitted to HUD 45 days prior to the start of the City’s program year,
which begins on July 1% of each year.

The City advertized for and conducted a public hearing to identify the
needs of the City and provided residents with the opportunity to comment
on the City’'s CDBG, HOME, and ESG Programs and the City’s previous
performance under these programs.

The City developed the Plan based on the citizen input, the information
obtained from agencies, organizations and meetings with other City staff

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and Departments. A “Draft Plan” and budget are annually prepared and
placed on public display for review and comment. This was advertised in
local newspapers of general circulation in the City of Huntington, with the
times, dates, and locations where the Plan may be examined. A second
public hearing on the application and Plan was also advertized and
conducted. Citizen, agency, and organization comments were presented
and inserted in the Plan. Comments are either incorporated into the Plan
or if not included, a reason why the comments were not accepted is
included in the Plan.

The final step in the planning process was the approval of the Plan by the
City Council of Huntington.

Through consultation with its citizens, agencies, neighborhood
organizations, institutions, and some department heads and staff, the City
developed its Five Year Consolidated Plan to improve the quality of life for
Huntington residents.

The City of Huntington has an approved Citizen Participation Plan, as
required by HUD, for the City’s Community Development Block Grant
Program. The City of Huntington adopted the Citizen Participation Plan,
which is on file with HUD. The City has abided by its Citizen Participation
Plan in the preparation and development of the Five Year Consolidated
Plan and Annual Action Plan.

As a part of the consolidated planning process, the City of Huntington
distributed a Citizen Questionnaire to over 3,000 households. The
guestionnaire was advertized and made available on the City’s website.
Advertisement on the City website can be found at the end of this section.
These questionnaires were returned to the City. Below is a summary of

responses:
" 82% of respondents were homeowners in the City of
Huntington.
" 79% of respondents were not affected by the mortgage
crisis.

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. 62% of respondents have been residents of the City of
Huntington, 15 years or longer.

" The average “number of years of residence” in the City of
Huntington for respondents was 37 years.

. 56% of respondents said there were housing problems in the
City of Huntington. The most common problem was vacant
and dilapidated structures.

" 73% of respondents used the City’s recreational facilities.

" 38% of respondents identified deficiencies with recreational
facilities.

" 90% of respondents reported deficiencies with streets and
roads. The most common problem was “potholes.”

" 60% of respondents reported traffic or public safety issues.

" 42% of respondents ranked the streets, walks, and curbs as
in fair to good condition, which is less than half of those
responding.

" 44% of respondents thought that there were sufficient
handicapped curb cuts.

. 95% of respondents were connected to the City’s sanitary
sewer system.

" 32% of respondents reported storm sewer problems.

" 66% of respondents were currently receiving medical care.

" 83% of respondents stated the City has sufficient medical
facilities to meet these needs.

. 86% of respondents had insurance coverage.

" 41% of respondents were currently employed, 43% were

retired, 14% of respondents were unemployed and
approximately 2% did not respond.

. 21% of respondents worked within the City of Huntington.
" 77% of respondents did not use social service programs.
. 61% of respondents were female, 30% were male and 9%

did not answer.

. 44% were over the age of 65; 34% of respondents were
between the ages of 41-65; 16% were between the ages of
26-40; 2% were under the age of 26; and 4% did not answer.

" 37% of respondents were two person households, 32% were
one person households, 18% were three person households,

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9% were four or more person households, and 4% did not
answer.

. 51% of respondents were above low- to moderate-income
levels, while 39% were below low- to moderate-income
levels, and 10% did not answer.

Opportunities for public input on the Five Year Consolidated Plan were
available during the public review and comment period from April 9, 2010
to May 10, 2010 when the Five Year Consolidated Plan was placed on
public display. The City held its Second Public Hearing on April 27, 2010
to obtain comments from citizens and agencies/organizations.

ESTIMATED HOUSING NEEDS

The City of Huntington has used HUD’s CHAS (Comprehensive Housing
Affordability Strategy) Table 1C, which provides information on housing
needs to prepare its estimates and projections. The tables provided in this
section include the CHAS data for the City of Huntington. This information
was obtained from the CHAS data book, which was prepared by HUD and
based on the 2000 Census. This data is the most current information on
which to base the five year needs assessment. The CHAS data book is in
Part IX, section A — 4.

HUD CHAS data Table 1C categorizes families in need as follows:

. Extremely low income (0% to 30% of median family income)
" Very low income (31% to 50% of median family income)

= Low income (51% to 80% of median family income)

" Moderate income (81% to 95% of median family income)

The CHAS data also provides a summary of the number of households in
each income category by tenure and household type and the percentage
of such households that had a housing problem. The needs of various
households, by household type within each income category, are
described below. The extent, to which the households within each group
are cost over-burdened, severely cost over-burdened, and/or living in sub-
standard housing, is examined. Also, the extent to which such problems
impact minority households is reviewed.

DISPROPORTIONATELY GREATER NEEDS OF GROUPS

In order for the City of Huntington to properly plan for its CDBG Program it
must determine the extent to which any racial/ethnic group has a greater
need in comparison to overall need. Data detailing information by racial
group and Hispanic origin has been compiled from the CHAS Databook
and from the 2000 Census. Disproportionate need is defined as a group
having at least 10 percentage points higher than the percentage of
persons in that income category as a whole. The following tables highlight
disproportionate need in the City of Huntington.

As a group, Native American Non-Hispanic Households are
disproportionately affected by housing needs, with 53.1% reporting
any housing problems. Citywide, 31.0% of households report
having any housing problem. If the racial groups are disaggregated
by income, Black/Non-Hispanic households, Hispanic households,
and Native American Non-Hispanic households with income
between 30% and 50% of Median Family Income (MFI) are
disproportionately affected by housing problems.

HousING UNITS WITH LEAD-BASED PAINT

Environmental quality is one aspect of determining the decent, safe, and
sound condition of housing units. The most significant environmental
factor of housing facing residents today is the incidence and hazard of
lead-based paint. Although lead was banned from residential paint in
1978, more than half of the total housing stock in the United States (an
estimated 57 million older homes) contains some lead-based paint.
Approximately, 20 million housing units contain lead hazards: flaking or
peeling lead-based paint or excessive levels of tiny lead particles in
household dust. HUD estimates that 3.8 million homes containing such
immediate lead hazards are occupied by families with young children who
are at immediate risk of poisoning. Half of these families own their homes;
half have incomes above $30,000 per year.

Severe health risks for children can be caused by lead-based paint in the
residential units. HUD provides a general formula to estimate the potential
presence of lead-based paint (LBP) in housing units built prior to 1979,
before this type of paint was banned in the United States. These
estimates for the City of Huntington are shown in the chart below.

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PART Ill. HOUSING MARKET ANALYSIS

A. HOUSING MARKET ANALYSIS [891.210]
1. SIGNIFICANT HOUSING CHARACTERISTICS
a. Household Profile —

The type, size, and composition of a household can affect the type
of housing and services that are needed. In the City of Huntington,
55.5% of the households consist of owner-occupied housing
according to the 2006-2008 American Community Survey:

. The City of Huntington had an estimated 25,932
housing units and an estimated 21,446 households.

. Average household size for owner-occupied units in
the City of Huntington was 2.31 persons in 2006-2008
compared to 2.05 persons for renter-occupied units.

" 35.3% of the City of Huntington’s households were
married.

" 11.3% of all households had children under age 18.

. 14.3% of all households had a member whose age
was 65 or older.

. 17.7% of all occupied households did not have
access to a vehicle, 42.9% of households had 1
vehicle, 29.3% had 2 vehicles, and 10.1% had 3 or
more vehicles.

. 55.9% of owner-occupied units had a mortgage.

Housing Growth —

" The City of Huntington had an estimated 591,548
housing units at the time of the 2006-2008 American
Community Survey.

. An estimated 17,767 housing units were built in
Huntington between 2000 and 2004.

. An estimated 5,028 housing units were built in
Huntington between 2005 and 2008.

. Projected number of housing units to be built in the

next twelve months is approximately 10 new single
family homes and an additional 30 various housing
units (duplex, townhome and apartments).

The median value of a house in the City of Huntington
was $78,800 based on the 2006-2008 American
Community Survey.

" The median value of a house in Cabell County was
$94,400 and $84,800 in Wayne County based on the
2006-2008 American Community Survey.

. According to realestate.com the median sales price of
an existing single family home for the City of
Huntington was $79,400 for the fourth quarter of
2009.

. The median monthly cost for homeowners (including
mortgage, utilities, insurance, etc.) according to the
2006-2008 American Community Survey was $885.

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. HUD estimated 316 foreclosures in the City of
Huntington from January 2007 through June 2008.

. The City of Huntington foreclosure rate was 4.1%.
(Note that HUD has estimated this valued based on
an 18-month period through June 2008.)

Community Survey was $584 plus gas and electric.

" The FY 2010 Fair Market Rents for The City of

" 49.8% of rental households pay 35% or more of their
household income on rent.

" 24.4% of homeowner households pay 35% or more of
their household income on mortgage payments.

b. Special Needs Population —

Certain groups may have more difficulty finding housing and may
require specialized services or assistance. Due to their special
circumstances, they are more likely to fall into the low- or moderate-
income range. These groups include: the elderly, frail elderly,
persons with disabilities, large households, female-headed
households, persons with substance abuse problems, the
homeless, victims of domestic violence, and persons with
HIV/AIDS.

HUD Tables 1B and 1C in Part IX of this Five Year Consolidated
Plan illustrate the priority goals and objectives for special needs
subpopulations.

Elderly and Frail Elderly —

A frail elderly person is defined as one who has one or more
limitations of activities of daily living (ADL), and one who may need
assistance to perform ADL. ADL is defined as routine activities
carried out for personal hygiene and health (including bathing,
dressing, feeding) and for operating a household. Elderly persons

FY 2010-2014 Consolidated Plan
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may need housing assistance for two reasons — financial and
supportive. Supportive housing is needed when an elderly person
is both frail and low income, since housing assistance offers
services to compensate for being frail in addition to financial
assistance.

The 2006-2008 American Community Survey reported that there
were an estimated 9,715 persons age 62 and older in the City of
Huntington, representing 19.7% of the City’s total population. The
2000 CHAS data indicates that there were a total of 2,940 elderly
households in the City. Of these households 1,813 were <=80%
MFI. An estimate of the number of elderly households requiring
supportive services can be obtained by applying the national
estimate of 14.9% of elderly that require assistance with at least
two ADL’s to the number of elderly households in the City of
Huntington (Source: Providing Supportive Services to the Frail
Elderly in Federally Assisted Housing By Raymond J. Struyk).
Applying the 14.9% national prevalence standard to these figures
indicates an estimated 438 elderly households may require
supportive housing and 270 low-income elderly households may
require supportive housing in the City of Huntington.

The following table outlines the elderly households in the City of
Huntington with mobility and self-care disabilities. As defined by
CHAS Data 2000, mobility and self-care limitations are:

1) a long-lasting condition that substantially limits one or
more basic physical activity, such as walking, climbing
stairs, reaching, lifting, or carrying; and/or

2) a physical, mental or emotional condition lasting more
than six months that creates difficulty with dressing,
bathing, or getting around inside the home.

CHAS Data 2000 provides the information by income category and
reports on those with a housing problem. The data distinguishes by
age, identifying elderly and extra elderly as follows:

" Elderly are one or two member households, where
either person is 62 to 74 years.

" Extra elderly are one or two member households with
either person being 75 years or older.

. Of the 6,681 elderly households in Huntington,
approximately 44.0% (2,940) have a mobility and self-
care limitation. More than 56% (1,650) of the elderly
households having a mobility and self-care limitation
are age 75 and over.

" 755 (25.7%) of elderly households with a mobility and
self-care limitation have a housing problem.

" 93.5% of the households with a housing problem
have income at or below 80% of MFI.

. An estimated 9,715 persons were age 62 or over
during the 2006-2008 American Community Survey,
with seniors representing 19.7% of the population.

. Elderly households represented 13.7% (6,681) of all
households in the City of Huntington during in 2000.

. 10.9% of those 65 and older were below the poverty
rate at the time of the 2006-2008 American
Community Survey.

" 26.1% of elderly households rent, 40.7% of which
experience housing problems.

Persons with Disabilities —

The majority of people with psychiatric or developmental disabilities
experience housing problems or who have housing needs of some
form, fall into the following categories: cost prohibition or rent over-
burden; overcrowding; substandard housing; inability to move out of
an institutional or residential treatment setting beyond the period of
need; and homelessness. The following statistics are based on the
2008 America Community Survey 1 Year Estimates for the
Huntington-Ashland, WV-KY-OH Metropolitan Statistical Area, the
most recent year for which data was available:

" 21.5% of the total area’s population has a disability.
" 9.2% of the population age 5 — 17 years has a
disability.

" 19.5% of the population age 18 — 64 years has a
disability.

" 49.1% of the population age 65 and older has a
disability.

Large Households —

" 4.7% of the households were considered large (5 or
more persons).

" 37.7% of large households rent — 39.4% of which
experienced housing problems.

" 62.3% of large households own — 30.0% of which
experienced housing problems.

" Although there does not appear to be a shortage of
adequately sized-units, affordability is an issue for
target income large households.

Female Headed Households —

. 14.0% of total households between 2006 and 2008
were headed by a female.

. 8.0% of total households were headed by a female
with children under 18 years of age.

] 37.1% of female headed households were below the
poverty level.

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" 47.9% of female headed households with children
under 18 years of age were below the poverty level.

Alcohol and Other Drug Abuse —

The West Virginia Department of Health and Human Resources
compiles Drug and Alcohol Statistics for each fiscal year. This
information is collected at the County level, and reflects the number
of individuals seeking treatment for drug or alcohol abuse. This
treatment information is only available at the County level. The
table below shows the number of people seeking treatment for drug
and alcohol use since the beginning of FY 2005. Cabell and
Wayne Counties saw treatment for drug and alcohol abuse rapidly
increase from 2005 to 2006 and then fluctuate through 2009.

The treatment statistics gathered by the state offers a breakdown
by gender. Between 2005 and 2009, 59% of individuals receiving
treatment for drug and alcohol abuse were male, and 41% were
female. The average age of males seeking treatment was 36 and
the average age for females seeking treatment was 33. Of those
seeking treatment: 81.5% were White; 4.7% were Other; 6.7% were
African American; 6.5% were Not Reported; 0.3% were Native
American Indian; 0.1% were Asian; and 0.1% were Pacific Islander.
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Persons Diagnosed with HIV/AIDS —

The Tri-State AIDS Task Force and the Ebenezer Medical
Outreach are the primary service providers to persons with

HIV/AIDS and resource centers in the City of Huntington.

Source: West Virginia Department of Health and Human Resources - WV HIV/AIDS/STD
Program 2007 Year End Report. * A note about high number of mortalities: Surveillance
staff examined West Virginia death records from 1980-2000 for completeness of HIV/AIDS
surveillance. Review of the primary cause of death from the 365,725 records provided by
the Vital Registration Office yielded 47 previously unknown potential cases of HIV infection.
Of these 47 cases, 12 had AIDS related causes of death.

According to the Report, there were over 30 AIDS cases reported in
Cabell County between 4/1984 — 12/2007 and there were over 30
HIV infection cases reported in Cabell County between 1/1989 —
12/2007. In addition, there were over 10-29 AIDS cases reported in
Wayne County between 4/1984 — 12/2007 and there were over 0-4
HIV infection cases reported in Wayne County between 1/1989 —
12/2007.

The City of Huntington is part of District 2 as identified in the
Report. District 2 had 100 people living with AIDS from 4/1984 —
12/2007, 92 people living with HIV from 1/1989-12/2007, 233
reported AIDS cases total from 4/1984-12/2007, and 92 reported
HIV cases total from 1/1989-12/2007.

A challenge in determining the number of people with HIV/AIDS is
that an estimated 20% of people who are infected with HIV are
unaware that they are carrying the disease and therefore do not get
tested. Numerous studies conducted by researchers and care
providers have found that of those who have been diagnosed find
access to dental care, food services, transportation services,
housing, alternative therapies, and legal services as their greatest
unmet needs.

Victims of Domestic Violence —

Branches, Inc. is the only service provider for victims of domestic
violence in the City of Huntington.

The West Virginia State Police annually publish Crime Statistics for
all areas of West Virginia. In 2008, the Huntington Police
Department investigated 438 cases of domestic violence. Of those
438 cases, there were 173 arrests. The following chart below is a
breakdown of domestic violence statistics tracked by the
Huntington Police Department. These reports are likely not entirely
inclusive of all incidences of domestic abuse, but they do provide
insight into domestic violence trends.

2. VACANT OR ABANDONED BUILDINGS

The City of Huntington has an older housing stock that is in need of
rehabilitation:

. 0.0% of houses were built in 2005 or later.
" 13.3% were built from 1980 to 2004.
. 17.3% were built from 1960 to 1979.
" 36.1% were built from 1940 to 1959.

. 33.4% were built in 1939 or earlier.

" 0.5% (99 housing units) lack complete plumbing facilities.

. 0.8% (168 housing units) lack complete kitchen facilities.

" The City of Huntington’s foreclosure rate is 4.1%.

. 11.5% of the housing units in Huntington are estimated to be
vacant.

" It is estimated that 75% of the vacant properties in the City

are in need of major rehabilitation work, and approximately
10% are classified as economically infeasible to rehabilitate.

" It is estimated that 20 buildings will be demolished over the
next twelve months. This estimate is a good measure of
annual estimates for demolitions.

The HUD foreclosure risk score is based on ranking census tracts by
measures: percent of foreclosure problems and the number of foreclosure
problems. The scores are from 1 to 20, with 20 being the highest
foreclosure risk. The vacancy risk score is based on an algorithm that
combines 90-day vacancy rates with foreclosure problem rates and then
ranks census tracts from 1 to 20 on the estimates, with 20 being the

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longest vacancy time period. The twelve (12) eligible census tracts
identified by the City have high vacancy and foreclosure risk scores.

It is estimated that 10% of the vacant deteriorated housing units in the City
of Huntington are not economically feasible to rehabilitate, meaning that
the cost of rehabilitation exceeds the expected market value of the
rehabilitated property.

The City of Huntington has its own public housing authority to provide
public housing for its low-income City residents. The mission of the
Huntington Housing Authority is to provide affordable, accessible, quality
housing and support services through Community partnerships.

The Huntington Housing Authority is responsible for its own hiring,
contracting and procurement. The Housing Authority provides the City
with a copy of its Five Year Capital Fund Program and Annual Plan for
review each year. The City certifies that the Capital Fund Program and
Annual Plan are consistent with the City’s Five Year Consolidated Plan.
Should the Housing Authority propose any demolition or disposition of
public housing units, it will consult with the local communities where the
development is located, as well as with the City staff.

PRIORITIES FOR ALLOCATING INVESTMENT

The Strategic Plan is a guide for the City of Huntington to establish its
housing, homeless, other special needs, community development,
economic development, anti-poverty priorities, objectives, and strategies
that it anticipates it will complete over the next five years. This Five-Year
Strategic Plan has been developed based on analyzing the needs and
problems experienced by Huntington and its residents. This strategy is
the result of the City’s housing and homeless needs assessment, and
housing market analysis, which determines the City’s priorities based on
its needs.

The goals, objectives, and programs are designed to assist those
households with incomes less than 80 percent of the area median income
(AMI). This group is referred to as the “target income” group. Areas with
51 percent or more of households with incomes less than 80 percent AMI
are designated as CDBG Target Areas. The City of Huntington has an
overall low- and moderate-income population of 48.1%.

a. Consolidated Plan Principles:

2. GEOGRAPHIC AREAS WHERE ASSISTANCE WILL BE DIRECTED

Huntington is located in Cabell and Wayne counties in the state of West
Virginia, along the Ohio River. The City is located in the southwestern
portion of West Virginia and borders Ohio and Kentucky. Most of the city

is in Cabell County,

for which it is the county seat. A small portion of the

city, mainly the neighborhood of Westmoreland, is in Wayne County. The
City is the second largest in the state of West Virginia, behind Charleston.

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At the time of the 2000 U.S. Census, Huntington had 51,475 residents.
According to the 2006-2008 American Community Survey, the population
of Huntington has experienced a decrease to approximately 49,185.
Huntington is an urban area that once economically focused on industry
and manufacturing, especially coal. With the loss of these industries,
Huntington has seen a decline in population, an increasing vacancy rate,
and a housing stock that does not meet current market demands. The
majority of areas where assistance will be directed suffered the greatest
losses as a result of the shift in industry and population decline.

The following information provides a profile of the population age, and
racial/ethnic composition of the City of Huntington. This information was
obtained from the U.S. Census Bureau website,
http://factfinder.census.gov. The 2006-2008 American Community Survey
3-Year Estimates were used to analyze the social, economic, housing,
and general demographic characteristics of Huntington. The 3-year
estimates were based on a larger sample size than the 1-year estimates
which is why they were selected.

a. Population:

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3. NEIGHBORHOOD REVITALIZATION STRATEGY AREAS

The City of Huntington, as a part of its FY 2006 Annual Action Plan,
created a Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy Area (NRSA) in a portion
of the City’s low- and moderate-income neighborhoods. The NRSA is
located within the Federal Empowerment Zone (EZ) of the City of
Huntington. The NRSA consists of less than 20% of the total area of the
Federal Empowerment Zone. Attached are a map of the NRSA and
another map which shows the Federal Empowerment Zone boundaries.

4. BASIS FOR ALLOCATING INVESTMENTS GEOGRAPHICALLY

The City of Huntington will allocate its CDBG funds to those geographic
areas whose population is over 51% low- and moderate-income. At least
70% of all the City's CDBG funds that are budgeted for activities will
principally benefit low- and moderate-income persons. The following
guidelines for allocating CDBG funds will be used by the City over the next

five years:

" Public facilities improvements will either be located in a low-
and moderate-income census tract/block group or the City
will prepare surveys which show a low- and moderate-
income population over 51%.

6. OBSTACLES TO MEETING UNDERSERVED NEEDS

The Housing Authority in addition puts copies
of the plans at the housing developments for public comments. The
Huntington Housing Authority Board also has a seat on the Board which is
occupied by a resident to help with the decision and planning process of
the Housing Authority.

5. IMPROVING OPERATIONS OF TROUBLED OR POORLY PERFORMING PHA
The Huntington Housing Authority is not considered “troubled” by HUD

and is not performing poorly. Therefore, no assistance is needed to
improve operations of the Public Housing Authority.
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PART VII. NON-HOMELESS SPECIAL NEEDS

A.  PRIORITY NON-HOMELESS NEEDS [§91.215(E)]

1.

PRIORITY HOUSING AND SUPPORTIVE SERVICE NEEDS

The City of Huntington has developed the following priorities for the non-
homeless housing needs and supportive services. These priorities are
based on the information obtained from housing providers and supportive
service organizations as well as statistical information provided in the
Housing and Homeless Needs Section of this Five Year Consolidated

Plan.

a. Elderly and Frail Elderly:

Priority #1: Promote housing opportunities for the
elderly and frail elderly in the City.

Through various housing programs, the City of Huntington
will continue to address the housing needs of elderly
households and will support activities, including
rehabilitation, new construction, rental assistance,
accessibility improvements, etc., which address these
needs. Potential funding sources include CDBG, HOME,
HUD Section 202, Section 8, WVHDF programs, LIHTC, and
private funds.

Priority #2: Provide assistance to the elderly and frail
elderly supportive service programs.

The City will support the efforts of social and health care
service providers who serve the elderly population. Potential
funding sources include CDBG funds, state funds, federal
funds, charitable contributions, and private foundations.

b. Persons with Disabilities:

Priority #1: Promote housing opportunities for persons
with disabilities.

Both Census data and anecdotal information indicate a need
for housing for persons with disabilities. The City will
continue to support activities that increase the supply of
accessible units. Such activities may include the following:
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- Encourage the Housing Authority to meet the
goal of having 5% of all public housing units be
handicap accessible units.

- Promote the availability of accessibility grants
and loans through the City’'s housing
improvement and new housing programs.

- Continue to work with agencies that serve
persons with disabilities to identify and address
this population’s housing needs.

The City will endorse and encourage applications for public
funds (federal, state, and local) and private funds to increase
the supply of accessible units for persons with disabilities.

Potential funding sources include CDBG, HOME, HUD
Section 811, Section 8, WVHDF programs, LIHTC, and
private funds.

" Priority #2: Provide assistance to supportive services
for persons with disabilities.

The City will continue to encourage social service agencies
to identify and address the supportive service needs of
persons with disabilities. The City will endorse applications
for public funds (federal, state, and local) and private funds
to address the supportive services needs by persons with

disabilities.
C. Persons with Alcohol/Drug Addictions & Persons with
AIDS/HIV:
" Priority #1. Promote housing opportunities and

supportive service needs of persons with alcohol/drug
addictions and persons with AIDS/HIV.

The City will continue to encourage social service agencies
to identify and address the housing and supportive service
needs of persons with alcohol/drug addictions. The City will
endorse applications for public funds (federal, state, and
local) and private funds to address the housing and
supportive service needs of this sub-population.

d. Public Housing Residents:

" Priority #1: Promote accessibility improvements to units

to meet the needs of public housing residents.

The Huntington Housing Authority needs to implement its
Section 504 Plan which identified how many of its units meet
Uniform Federal Accessibility Standards. The authority will
address the gap between its current supply of accessible
units and the number of such units required to meet the
needs of current and future residents. Potential funding
sources include the authority’s Capital Program and CDBG
funds.

" Priority #2: Provide supportive services to meet the
needs of public housing residents.

The Housing Authority will continue to identify and address
the supportive services needs of its residents through the
following:

- Its self-sufficiency resident initiatives will assist
residents through access to a variety of
services including life skills, job readiness
skills, drug and alcohol related services,
training and education, child care, employment
placement, etc.

- Programs that will assist residents through a
community based program that provides local
organizations in the areas of job training and
job search, GED preparation, intro to
computers, interviewing techniques, job
retention, and life skills training. In addition,
the program provides supportive service
vouchers to help with the cost of work related
expenses, transportation, training programs,
education, books, lab fees, and other career
related costs.

2. BASIS FOR ASSIGNING PRIORITIES

The following is the basis for assigning priorities:

. The unmet needs of the sub-populations that have been
identified.
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The extent or quantifiable numbers experiencing unmet
needs.

Availability of funds to address unmet needs.

3. ANY OBSTACLES TO MEETING UNDERSERVED NEEDS

The main obstacles to addressing the housing and supportive service
needs of the City’'s non-homeless special needs populations are as

follows:

Shortage of funding for elderly housing and supportive
services.

Lack of existing accessible affordable housing.

High percentage of the population which is low/moderate-
income.

Reluctance of landlords to make accessibility improvements
to their units.

Better data collection of the size of the sub-population and
its housing and support service needs.

4, FACILITIES AND SERVICES TO ASSIST PERSONS

The City of Huntington over the next five years, proposes the following
goals for meeting the housing and supportive service needs of the City’s
non-homeless special needs populations.

a. Elderly and Frail Elderly:

The City of Huntington will continue to identify opportunities to use
CDBG and other funds to develop a variety of housing units to meet
the needs of elderly households. Social service and health service
providers will continue to use public and private funds to serve
these populations. In particular:

Provide funds for accessibility modifications to low-income
elderly housing units on an annual basis.

Continue to encourage efforts to develop accessible low
income elderly housing units through HUD’s Section 202
Program or other funding sources. Through such efforts,
develop additional units of accessible elderly housing.

Continue to encourage the efforts of social and health
service providers who serve the elderly population.
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b. Persons with Disabilities:

The City of Huntington will continue to identify opportunities to use
CDBG and other funds to develop a variety of housing units to meet
the needs of households with disabilities. Social service and health
service providers will continue to use public and private funds to
serve these populations. In particular:

= Continue to encourage the Housing Authority to meet the
goal of having 5% of all public housing units accessible.

= Continue to encourage the Housing Authority to work with
partners to provide affordable housing to dually diagnosed
mothers who suffer from mental illness and substance
abuse.

= Continue to encourage the Housing Authority to provide
accessibility modifications to low-income non-elderly housing
units, on an annual basis.

= Continue to encourage efforts to develop accessible low
income housing units through HUD’s Section 811 Program
or other funding sources. Through such efforts, develop
additional units of accessible housing for persons with
disabilities.

= Continue to encourage human service agencies to identify
and address the supportive service needs of persons with
disabilities.

C. Persons with Alcohol/Drug Addictions:

The City of Huntington will continue to encourage human service
agencies to identify and address the supportive service needs of
persons with alcohol/drug addictions.

d. Persons with HIV/AIDS and Their Families:

The City will continue to support local agencies to identify and
address the support service needs of persons with HIV/AIDS. As
well as, to continue to support applications for funds to provide
tenant-based rental assistance, short-term rent, mortgage and
utility assistance, and housing and referral services.

e. Public Housing Residents:
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Encourage the Housing Authority to do the following to meet the
housing and supportive service needs of its residents:

Meet the goal of having 5% of all public housing units
accessible by 2014.

Continue and improve its existing programs and initiatives,
such as self-sufficiency resident initiatives, through improved
collaboration and cooperation with private and public non-
profit and government agencies that provide supportive
service programs.

Continue to improve and/or expand its homeownership
initiatives.

5. NEED FOR HOME orR TBRA

The City of Huntington may use HOME funds through a CHDO set aside
to develop housing for the non-homeless special needs population.
Specific needs of each sub-population are based on the HUD CHAS Data
Tables and other sources.

a. Elderly and Frail Elderly:

60.5% of elderly renters whose household income <=30%
MFI have housing problems.

51.2% of elderly renters whose household income >30% to
<=50% MFI have housing problems.

64.6% of elderly owners whose household income <=30%
MFI have housing problems.

b. Persons with Disabilities:

70.3% of all other renters with a mobility and self care
limitation whose household income <=30% MFI have
housing problems.

73.3% of all other renters with a mobility and self care
limitation whose household income >30% to <=50% MFI
have housing problems.

68.0% of all other owners with a mobility and self care
limitation whose household income <=30% MFI have
housing problems.

59.0% of all other owners with a mobility and self care
limitation whose household income >30% to <=50% MFI
have housing problems.
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C. Persons with Alcohol/Drug Addictions:

" There are no known statistics that specifically identify
housing needs for persons with alcohol/drug addictions. It is
estimated that as many as 25 housing units may be needed
in the City.

d. Persons with HIV/AIDS and Their Families:

" In addition to the existing housing facilities for persons with
HIV/AIDS it is estimated that there is a need for 5 additional
housing units in the City.

e. Public Housing Residents:
" There are 459 families on the waiting list.
. The majority of those on the waiting list have household

incomes <=30% MFI.

B.  SPECIFIC SPECIAL NEEDS OBJECTIVES [§91.215(E)]
1. IDENTIFICATION OF SPECIFIC OBJECTIVES

The City of Huntington has identified two (2) specific objectives for
housing and services for its special needs population.

a. Priority #1: Promote special needs housing opportunities.

" Continue to develop housing options for persons with
disabilities, alcohol/drug addictions, HIV/AIDS and persons
with special needs with a goal of 15 new housing units
created over the five (5) year period.

" Continue to address the housing gaps for accessible units.
b. Priority #2: Promote special needs support services.
. Encourage and promote supportive services programs for

persons with disabilities, alcohol/drug addictions, HIV/AIDS
and persons with special needs with a goal of 10 new
supportive service housing units created over the five (5)
year period.

The CDBG funds and HOME funds will be used for housing rehabilitation
and the development of affordable housing.

The ESG funds will be used for operating costs (utilities) for homeless
shelters. West Virginia Housing Development funds will be used for the
development of new affordable rental housing.

The HUD Section 202 Supportive Housing for the Elderly will be used to

" Improved system for land reuse.

. Removal of slums and blighting conditions.

2. BASIS FOR ASSIGNING PRIORITY TO NEEDS

The City of Huntington’s priority non-housing community development
needs were determined using the information that the City gathered
reviewing background data including American Survey and other studies,
surveys of agencies, surveys of citizens, series of stakeholder meetings,
and citizen public hearings held in connection with the planning for the
Five Year Consolidated Plan. Priorities were assigned based on a
number of factors, including the following: the needs of the City’s most
vulnerable sub-populations: the youth, the disabled, the elderly, and the
unemployed; public health and safety needs of its residents; and the
scarcity of funding due to the decline in the general revenue and the cut
back in federal and state funding.

3. OBSTACLES TO MEETING UNDERSERVED NEEDS

The major obstacle to addressing the City’s non-housing community
development priorities is the limited resources for numerous competing
demands in the City. Another major constraint includes the current
financial state of the economy which makes job creation opportunities very
difficult.

D. BARRIERS TO AFFORDABLE HOUSING [§91.215(H)]

1. STRATEGY TO REMOVE OR AMELIORATE NEGATIVE EFFECTS OF PUBLIC
PoLICIES

Fair housing is crucial to ensuring that persons of all income levels have
equal access to housing. HUD requires that jurisdictions receiving
Federal funds commit to affirmatively further fair housing. A major part of
achieving this goal is the preparation of an Analysis of Impediments to Fair
Housing Choice (Al). In 2008 the City of Huntington updated its Analysis
of Impediments to Fair Housing Choice, which identified the following
impediments and mitigation recommendations:
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. IMPEDIMENT No. 1:

HOUSING AFFORDABILITY — There is a lack of affordable
housing that is decent, safe, and sound, which limits the choices of
neighborhoods and makes it a fair housing concern.

GOAL - Increase the supply of decent, safe, and sound housing
that is affordable to lower income households, both renters and
owner occupants.

The Strategies to meet the goal are:

- 1-A: Provide funds for new rental housing, and increase the
availability of affordable housing units to reduce the number
of LMI households waiting for public housing and rental
assistance.

- 1-B: Increase the supply of available decent, safe, and
affordable housing through rehabilitation assistance, new
construction, and the transfer of surplus city-owned
properties for LMI housing initiatives.

- 1-C: Increase homeownership opportunities for LMI
households by providing housing counseling, credit
counseling, and down payment assistance.

- 1-D: Maintain an effective property maintenance inspection
and enforcement program to prevent deterioration of the
City’s housing stock.

. IMPEDIMENT No. 2:

FAIR HOUSING EDUCATION, ADVOCACY, MONITORING, AND
ENFORCEMENT - There is a lack of awareness of rights and
responsibilities under the Fair Housing Act and a need to
continually monitor and enforce the Fair Housing Act.

GOAL - Increase the knowledge and awareness of the rights of
individuals and the responsibilities of building owners in regard to
the Fair Housing Act through education, advocacy, monitoring, and
enforcement to eliminate discrimination in housing and providing
fair housing choices for all individuals and families.

The Strategies to meet the goal are:

- 2-A: Provide funds and strengthen the delivery of public
education and targeted training and programs concerning
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the rights and responsibilities ensured by the Fair Housing
Act.

- 2-B: Maintain and support efficient and effective fair housing
monitoring, investigation, and enforcement strategy through
the City’s Human Relations Commission and staff.

- 2-C: Fund and strengthen the delivery of financial literacy
counseling for LMI and minority households to combat
predatory and subprime lending practices.

- 2-D: Fund and support the delivery of fair housing services
to at-risk groups and victims of housing discrimination.

. IMPEDIMENT No. 3:

DISCRIMINATION IN RENTAL HOUSING - There is
discrimination in rental housing by renting bedrooms for individuals
instead of the entire apartment to families since landlords can
charge more per person/room versus per family/apartment.

GOAL - Prevent landlords from renting rooms based on individuals
and instead, apartments should be rented on the whole housing
unit basis.

The Strategies to meet the goal are:

- 3-A: Monitor newspaper ads and rental notices for
discriminatory advertising practices.

- 3-B: Meet with local landlords and property owners to
persuade them from renting apartments based on the
number of persons/room and not the size of the unit.

- 3-C: Perform tests on previously identified landlords who
rent units by the number of occupants to determine if this
practice still exists.

- 3-D: Promote an advertising campaign to explain the
discriminatory practice of changing rents based on the
number of persons occupying the apartment.

. IMPEDIMENT No. 4:

HOUSING ACCESSIBILITY — There is a lack of accessible
affordable housing that is decent, safe, and sound, which limits
housing choice for handicapped persons and makes it a fair
housing concern.
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GOAL - Increase the supply of decent, safe, and sound housing
that is affordable and accessible to lower income households, who
are handicapped, for both renters and owner occupants.

The Strategies to meet the goal are:

- 4-A: Study the issues regarding the accessibility to
affordable housing by conducting an inventory of
accessibility units, determine needs for specific accessibility
features in units, and develop recommendations to increase
marketing of accessible units to disabled and frail elderly
renters.

- 4-B: Assist by increasing the supply of housing that is
accessible to persons with disabilities and the frail elderly by
providing targeted rehabilitation assistance and ensuring that
new multi-family construction meets accessibility provisions
of the Fair Housing Act.

- 4-C: Improve the accessibility to emergency shelters and
transitional housing units to accommodate handicapped
persons.

- 4-D: Increase the supply of accessible units for emergency
shelters and transitional housing locations.

. IMPEDIMENT No. 5:

ECONOMIC OPPORTUNITIES - There is a lack of economic
opportunities  which prevents low-income households from
improving their income and their ability to move outside of low-
income areas, which reduces fair housing choice.

GOAL - Increase the number of job opportunities for low-income
persons to allow them to find affordable housing outside low-
income areas.

The Strategies to meet the goal are:

- 5-A: Strengthen the City’s economy by promoting activities
that produce new job opportunities for low- and moderate-
income persons.

- 5-B: Support and promote workforce development and skills
training that creates new job opportunities with a livable
wage.

- 5-C. Support programs that promote and develop
entrepreneurship  and small business development
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expansion and retention of jobs in traditional low- and
moderate income neighborhoods.

- 5-D: Develop strategies and fund initiatives to redevelop
“Brownfield Sites” in areas with high concentration of low-
and moderate-income households to create new job
opportunities.

. IMPEDIMENT No. 6:

MINORITY HOMEOWNERS - There is a disproportionate number
of minority homeowners compared to the high percentage of
minority renter households, and compared to the percentage of
non-minority homeowners.

GOAL - Increase the number of minority homeowners and thus
reduce the percentage of minority households which are renters.

The Strategies to meet the goal are:

- 6-A: Perform a survey of minority renter households to
determine reasons preventing them from becoming
homeowners.

- 6-B: Develop homeownership opportunities for minorities by
providing financial incentives, housing counseling and credit
counseling programs.

- 6-C: Acquire sites and work with local developers and non-
profit housing agencies to construct affordable housing for
minority homebuyers.

- 6-D: Undertake an outreach and marketing program to
inform minorities and low- and moderate-income households
about homeownership opportunities in the City.

. IMPEDIMENT No. 7:

COST OVERBURDEN - There is a high percentage of both owner
occupied and renter occupied households whose housing cost
exceeds 30% of their total household income.

GOAL - Reduce the number of families whose housing costs
exceed 30% or more of their total household income.
The Strategies to meet the goal are:

- 7-A: Provide housing rehab financial assistance to
homeowners to improve their property and to install energy
cost saving measures.
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- 7-B: Provide tenant-based rental assistance funds to those
households who are severely cost over-burdened by 50% or
more.

- 7-C: Work with the local housing authority to advocate and
lobby for more Section 8 Housing Choice Vouchers.

- 7-D: Promote the development of more affordable housing
for the very-low income.

- 7-E: Provide homebuyer assistance for the purchase of
existing housing by low-income homebuyers.

LEAD-BASED PAINT [§91.215(1)]

1.

PLAN TO EVALUATE AND REDUCE LEAD-BASED PAINT HAZARDS

According to the 2000 Census, much of the housing stock in the City of
Huntington was built prior to 1960. This makes the possible incidence and
associated hazards of lead-based paint extremely high. Although reported
cases of childhood lead poisoning are low, state health department
representatives emphasized that the number of unreported/undetected
cases of childhood lead poisoning is unknown, and the low number of
reported cases should not be interpreted as evidence that lead poisoning
is not more widespread.

The revised Federal lead-based paint regulations published on September
15, 1999 (24 CFR Part 35) have had a significant impact on many
activities — rehabilitation and property acquisition — supported by the
CDBG program. The City of Huntington will comply with Title 24 Part 35:
Lead-Based Paint Poisoning Prevention in Certain Residential Structures
(Current Rule).

Testing information provided by the West Virginia Childhood Lead
Poisoning Prevention Surveillance Program lists the following information
concerning lead poisoning in the City of Huntington:

In order to meet the requirements of the new lead-based paint regulations,
Huntington will take the following actions regarding rehabilitation,
homeownership, and homeless/special needs housing:

a. Rehabilitation Programs:

The City of Huntington will continue to ensure that:

Applicants for rehabilitation funding receive the
required lead-based paint information and understand
their responsibilities.

Staff properly determines whether proposed projects
are exempt from some or all lead-based paint
requirements.

The level of federal rehabilitation assistance is
properly calculated and the applicable lead-based
paint requirements determined.

Properly  qualified personnel perform risk
management, paint testing, lead hazard reduction,
and clearance services when required.

Required lead hazard reduction work and protective
measures are incorporated into project rehabilitation
specifications.

Risk assessment, paint testing, lead hazard reduction,
and clearance work are performed in accordance with
the applicable standards established in 24 CFR Part
35, Subpart R.

Required notices regarding lead-based paint
evaluation, presumption, and hazard reduction are
provided to occupants and documented.

Program documents establish the rental property
owner's responsibility to perform and document
ongoing lead-based paint maintenance activities,
when applicable.

Program staff monitors owner compliance with
ongoing lead-based paint maintenance activities.

b. Homeownership Programs:

The City of Huntington will continue to ensure that:
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. Applicants for homeownership assistance receive
adequate information about lead-based paint
requirements.

" Staff properly determines whether proposed projects
are exempt from some or all lead based paint
requirements.

" A proper visual assessment is performed to identify
deteriorated paint in the dwelling unit, any common
areas servicing the unit, and exterior surfaces of the
building.

" Prior to occupancy, properly qualified personnel
perform paint stabilization and the dwelling passes a
clearance exam in accordance with the standards
established in 24 CFR Part 35, Subpart R.

. The home purchaser receives the required lead-
based paint pamphlet and notices.

FAMILIES

Approximately 27.1% of Huntington residents live in poverty. Of families
living in poverty, 37.1% of female-headed households with children are
below the poverty level. The City’s goal is to reduce the extent of poverty
by 5%, based on actions the City has control over, or actions in which the
City will cooperate with outside agencies.

The City’s anti-poverty strategy is based on attracting a range of
businesses and supporting workforce development including job-training
services for low income residents. In addition, the City’s strategy is to
provide supportive services for target income residents. The chart below
shows the anti-poverty objectives and priorities.

SUMMARY OF THE INSTITUTIONAL STRUCTURE

The City of Huntington Department of Development and Planning will
coordinate activities among the public and private agencies and
organizations in the area. This coordination will ensure that the goals and
objectives of the Five Year Consolidated Plan will be effectively addressed
by more than one agency. The staff of City of Huntington will facilitate and
coordinate the linkages between these public-private partnerships and
develop new partnership opportunities.

Effective implementation of the Five Year Consolidated Plan involves a
variety of agencies both in the community and in Cabell and Wayne
Counties.

The single most significant gap in the delivery system is the amount of
available funds to support community and economic development, as well
as housing resources, especially affordable accessible housing.

Additional gaps in the delivery system relate to the shortage of services
and affordable housing options for targeted income populations.

The City is working with the different agencies to submit applications for
state and federal funds. The County provides a Certification of
Consistency with the Five Year Consolidated Plan to agencies requesting
funds matching the City’s goals.

The City of Huntington and its implementing departments have a good
working relationship with state and regional government agencies, and are
committed to continuing their working relationship with government
agencies to ensure the quality of services available to Huntington
residents. The City periodically meets with the regional and state
representatives to discuss the issues and needs of the City of Huntington.

STANDARDS & PROCEDURES TO MONITOR HoOusSING & COMMUNITY
DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS

The City of Huntington's Department of Development and Planning will
have the primary responsibility for monitoring the City’s Consolidated Plan.
The Department of Development and Planning will maintain records on
the progress toward meeting the goals and on the statutory and regulatory
compliance of each activity. The Department of Development and
Planning will be responsible for the ongoing monitoring of sub-recipients.

For each activity authorized under the National Affordable Housing Act,
the City has established fiscal and management procedures that will
ensure program compliance and fund accountability. Additionally, the
Department will ensure that the reports to the U.S. Department of Housing
& Urban Development (HUD) are complete and accurate. The programs
will be subject to the Single Audit Act.

For projects, other than CDBG funded activities, a similar reporting format
will be used to monitor the Consolidated Plan progress for HOME and
ESG activities.

The City of Huntington will provide citizens with reasonable notice of, and
the opportunity to comment on its Annual Action Plan in its performance
under previously funded CDBG Program Years, and substantial
amendments to the Five Year Consolidated Plan and Annual Action Plans.
The City of Huntington will respond within 15 days in writing to any written
complaints or inquiries from citizens in regard to the CDBG Program,
HOME Program and ESG Program, its housing strategy, or it's C.A.P.E.R.
This is enumerated in its Citizen Participation Plan.

The City of Huntington and its sub-recipients shall comply with the
requirements and standards of OMB Circular Number A-87, OMB Circular
Number A-110, OMB Circular Number A-122, OMB Circular Number A-
128 and 24 CFR Part 85. In addition the City will have written agreements
with each of its sub-recipients.

The City will monitor its performance with meeting its goals and objectives
with its Five Year Consolidated Plan. It will review its goals on an annual
basis in the preparation of its C.A.P.E.R. and will make adjustments to its
goals as needed.

The City does not have a timeliness of expenditures problem. The City
abides by the Federal cost principals and expenditures.
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In the expenditures of the CDBG and HOME funds for housing
construction or project improvements, the City’s inspectors will make
periodic on-site inspections to insure compliance with the local housing
codes. The City also requires submittal of architectural drawings, site
plan, and work specifications for this work. These will be reviewed prior to
issuance of building permits and the distribution of CDBG funds or HOME
funds.

J. EMERGENCY SHELTER GRANTS PROGRAM (ESG)

1.

AWARDING EMERGENCY SHELTER GRANTS

The City of Huntington is the recipient of a yearly Federal entitlement grant
under the Emergency Shelter Grants Program (ESG), which is authorized
under Title IV of the Stewart B. McKinney Homeless Assistance Act of
1987 and administered by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban
Development (HUD). These funds are directed to improving the quality of
life for homeless individuals and families by providing financial assistance
to emergency shelters and homeless prevention programs.

According to the program’s definitions, emergency shelter is any facility
which has a primary purpose to provide temporary or transitional shelter
for the homeless or for specific populations of homeless.

Homelessness is a condition in which an individual or family lacks a fixed,
regular, and adequate night time residence; or an individual or family
which has a primary night time residence that is:

1. a supervised publicly or privately operated shelter designed
to provide temporary living accommodations (including
welfare hotels, congregate shelters, and transitional housing
for persons with mental illness;

2. an institution that provides a temporary residence for
individuals intended to be institutionalized; or

3. a public or private place not designed for, or ordinarily used
as, a regular sleeping accommodation for human beings.

The term does not include any individual imprisoned or otherwise detained
pursuant to an Act of Congress or a State law.

a. Eligible Activities:

The following are eligible activities for ESG funds:
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Rehabilitation — Rehabilitation activities include the
renovation, rehabilitation or conversion of buildings for
use as emergency shelters for the homeless.

Operations — Operations include the payment of
maintenance and other costs including rent, repairs,
security, fuels, utilities, equipment, insurance and
furnishings as well as a small percentage of staff
costs (not to exceed 10% of the total grant).

Homeless Prevention -  Developing and
implementing homeless prevention activities, such as
payment of security deposits, short-term subsidies to
defray rent and utility arrearages, medication
programs for tenant-landlord disputes, legal services,
and payment to prevent foreclosures on a home.

Essential Services — Essential services include
services concerned with employment, health, drug
abuse and education, housing assistance,
medical/psychological  counseling, child care,
transportation, job placement and job training.

Administration — Up to 5 percent can be allocated
for the entittement community's administration costs
for the running of this program.

b. Method of Distribution:

The City of Huntington equally distributes the ESG Grant between
the four (4) emergency shelters. The emergency shelters only use
the ESG funds for operations of the shelter, not for administrative

salaries.
